This campaign is all about the restoration of “dharma” (our natural duties, occupations and
responsibilities), the basis of which lies in the protection of Mother Surabhi.

This initial phase will entail working closely both within the ISKCON society and within the
larger secular society. Within ISKCON we will reach out to individual temple leaders as well
as their respective congregations where, in the larger centers, the membership reaches out
to thousands of supporters. Within the secular world we will reach out to
various organizations and government departments seeking their support
and involvement.

For many of our activities connected with the protection of Mother Cow, the correction of
ecological disparities and the preservation of villages, various organizations and
government agencies may provide much needed funds.

The twelve-year campaign will generate a major Fund Drive targeted for 50 million dollars
to be divided 50/50 between local projects and global projects. All funds will be deposited
in a central fund (within each continent) from which local temples/projects may apply for
grants up to 50% of the local collections.
